The Budget: How to be an effective advocate

- When writing letters and making speeches, remember the
Board of Supervisors only allocates money to the school
system; it is the School Board that allocates that money to
specific programs. If you are addressing a specific proposed
cut or fee increase, talk to the School Board. In contrast,
only the Board of Supervisors has the authority to raise real
estate taxes, so talk to them if you want more money for the
school system as a whole.

Early Decision Seniors

Congratulations to all seniors who were accepted Early Decision.
Please remember your early decision acceptance was a binding
decision. You must notify all colleges to which you have applied
that you have been selected as an Early Decision candidate at
another school. You must withdraw your application to all other
schools to which you applied.

Woodson High School will send mid-term grades and final
grades ONLY to the Early Decision college/university to which
you were accepted.

Seniors

Woodson sends mid-year grades to all colleges to which tran-
scripts have been sent. This is done automatically so do not

worry about requesting this service. Parents, as you wait for
those college acceptance letters, please continue to support your
student and talk about options and choices. Some students will
have multiple acceptances and need your input to help them make
the right choice. Some students may not receive an acceptance;
the counselor can help in the search for other college options.
Woodson has very talented students who add to any campus they
choose to attend.

You may have noticed that your students have been able to ac-
cess college web sites that track the application process. Some
students have been concerned when the college web site does not
show that the transcript has been received. The transcripts and
college applications are merged by the college and sometimes
this process can take several weeks. Most colleges tell us that
they do not start the merging process until all of the information
from the student has been received, and then there may be a delay
until the website is updated.

FAFSA, Free Application for Federal Student Aid for College

Our career center specialist, Kathie Ishii, reminds all parents of
seniors to complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid,
FAFSA. Please go to the governmensite, www.fafsa.ed.gov ,
and apply for a PIN number, www.pin.ed.gov. This pin number is
used when completing the FAFSA form. Please watch deadlines
when filing. All colleges do not use the same deadlines. The
FAFSA is a free service, and it is available online in both Spanish
and English. Colleges might also require students to fill out the
CSS profile when applying for financial aid. This profile can be
found by going to www.collegeboard.com.

Course Changes for Seniors

As seniors consider making changes in courses for the second
semester, it is important to know how colleges view such
changes. UNC at Chapel Hill has been kind enough to share their
policy regarding changing courses during senior year. Please
check with the college you plan to attend before making any
change in courses. The UNC policy is quoted here: Important
Note About Schedule Changes: Students who set high academic
goals for themselves and perform well in challenging coursework
are more prepared for the rigor of college. As we review applica-
tions, we pay close attenti
course of study. Since our decisions are made conditionally upon
the completion of the course schedule submitted by each appli-
cant, a change may affect an individual admissions decision. For
this reason, we require all admitted students, deferred students,
and regular notification applicants to notify us in writing or
through email at uncreply@admissions.unc.etfuhey are con-
sidering a schedule change. The correspondence should include
the current schedule, proposed new schedule, and reason for re-
questing the change. Requests will be reviewed by the admissions
committee, and the student will receive a response in a timely
manner. We strongly recommend that admitted and deferred stu-

dents refrain from making any schedule changes until we grant
permission in writing.

Juniors

Please encourage your students to sign up to take the SATs and
or ACTs this spring. Remember that SATS and ACTSs are not
given over the summer. Students who are applying early action
or early decision will need these scores for the colleges to make a
decision on their application.
